TERMS AND CONDITIONS
1. NORMS FOR ELIGIBLE EQUIPMENT

Equipment to be purchased from the Loan should be confined to: -

a) Hardware & Software – As per details in Annex-II

2. ELIGIBLE PURPOSES

The equipment to be purchased should be used only for the following purposes: -

a) For higher education

b) For professional development

c) For self-employment opportunity

d) For getting employment

3. ELIGIBLE CANDIDATES

a) Candidates who have undergone training at NAB-Delhi

b) The candidate should be in a position to provide a guarantor for the loan. The guarantor can be any person who has income more than Rs. 1,20,000/- per year. The copy of income statement or income tax return for the last financial year is to be attached along with the application.

c) The candidate or his/her guardian should be in a position to pay monthly installments.

d) The loan should be provided only to candidates who propose to use the equipment in Delhi.

e) The candidate should be atleast 18 years old and should have passed at least Matriculation examination & short course of computer.

3(e) (1) However, students affiliated with NAB, Delhi above the age of 6 can 

apply for the loan under the scheme. If the student is below 18 years of 

age;

a. If the student has not completed his Matriculation he will have to furnish the certificate by the Head of the Technology Unit or Higher authorities of The National Association for the Blind. Certifying the abilities of the student to work on the PC.  The Certificate will be issue on the basis of test.

b. Parents/Gardian will apply loan on the behalf of the student.

c. The Parents/Guardian will have to submit an undertaking as follows.
“The enabling technology purchased from the loan shall be solely for providing assistance for their Visually Impaired ward for his/her education and development.”

d. The Parent/Guardian of the child with blindness applying for the loan should be 


earning member of the family and should submit proof of Income. 

4. CRITERIA FOR SELECTION

a) Preference should be given to those who have undergone longer training and to those, other things being equal, whose families are not in a position to purchase the equipment with their own resources.

5. LIMIT OF THE LOAN

a) The maximum loan to be given to a candidate would be Rs.50,000/-.

6. MARGIN MONEY

The loan would be provided for 80% of the cost & the remaining 20% would be borne by the candidate. In exceptional cases the Committee may agree to loan upto 90% of the cost.

7. REPAYMENT OF LOAN

a) Loans should be repaid in maximum of 18 equal monthly installments

b) Post dated cheques issued in favour of "National Association for the Blind - New Delhi" for the installments to repay the loan would be obtained at the time of giving loan. Post dated cheques will be payable on the 7th date of each month.

c) In the event of default in repayment of any installment i.e. if cheque is dishonoured, a penalty of Rs.500/- will be imposed for each default, provided the defaulted amount is paid in cash within 7 days from the date of issue of letter. After 15 days interest @ 12% p.a. will be also charged on the defaulted amount.

d) If three cheques are dishonoured and the amount remains unpaid NAB will take steps to recover the outstanding loan from the defaulter and the guarantor. If the defaulter fails to pay within 30 days, NAB will repossess the equipment and recover the amount by sale of the equipment. In case the amount so recovered is less than the outstanding loan, the defaulter and the guarantor will make good the difference.

e) In case there is a surplus the same may be paid to the defaulter.                  

8. PROCEDURE FOR GIVING LOANS

a) Applicants for loan should apply in prescribed form together with a letter from the guarantor prescribed in Annexure - III. The signature of the guarantor's should be attested by the Banker of the guarantor.

b) The Committee may sanction an amount less than the amount applied for. 

c) Following documents are to be submitted by the applicant:

i)
Performa Invoice(s) for the equipment for which the loan is 

applied is to be submitted along with the application.

ii) The applicant will have to sign a bond of agreement with NAB as per the performa provided under Annexure IV in case the loan is sanctioned. 

d) Cheques for the loan amount will be made in favour of the vendors from whom the performa invoices are submitted by the applicants.

9. UTILIZATION OF THE LOAN

a) The equipment should be purchased within 30 days and receipts in original submitted to NAB

b) The equipment so purchased should be physically verified at the site by a person designated by NAB.

c) The equipment can be inspected at any time by a person designated by NAB to ensure it is used for purpose intended.

10. FEEDBACK
a) The loanee is required to submit quarterly reports stating how far the purpose for which the loan was given are being fulfilled. 

b) In case the loanee is using the equipment for employment, the employer should be asked to give a quarterly report if the equipment is properly maintained and the employee is working satisfactorily.
